Communiqué of the Asian Regional Consultative Meeting of the WPC
1. The Asian Regional Consultative Meeting of the World Peace Council hoasted by AIPSO, was held in New Delhi on 15th & 16th February 2008. Delegations from Bangladesh,DPR of Korea, Laos, Nepal, Sri Lanka, Vietnam and India. Also Thanassis Pafilis, General Secretary of WPC attended this meeting.
2. The meeting having discussed the present developments expressed deep concern over the worsening situation in the region. It squarely held responsible and condemned in strongest terms the United States of America and its allies for their neo-imperialist designs for creating this dismal situation.

3. The meeting has pointed out that the imperialist forces are resorting to dirty old game of “Divide and Rule”, in order to virtually and effectively take control of the natural resources of the region to realize their geo-political objectives. The developments in this region have proved that the strongest imperialist centers, the USA and the European Union having more common imperialist strategies for Asia-Pacific Region. The ongoing US and NATO military intervention in Afghanistan is a deliberate attempt to seize cross-roads of South, Central and Western Asia. It continues to occupy Iraq and threatens Iran with an eye on their oil. Its major ally Israel shamelessly, and cruelly is making life miserable for the people of Palestine. Its aggressive actions on Palestine have full backing of the US. It speaks about war on terror, but in fact, the US has become the chief perpetuator of terror due to its evil ambition. It is using every single opportunity to sell weapons and militarise countries in the name of security. And to achieve this, it does not hesitate to exploit and deepen sectarian strifes across the region that could have been peacefully settled. Such policies are strengthening the forces of religious fundamentalism and terrorism of all kinds in this region.
4. The meeting has noted that the two of US’s allies have recently lost popular mandate in the elections due to their role in Iraq and Afghanistan. The US strategy in Iran has not been successful, yet it is not ready to hear the voice of reason.

5. The meeting congratulated the people of Nepal for their victory in restoring of democracy and for moving towards establishment of Federal Democratic Republican system through Constitution Assembly election. 

6. The meeting also expressed its strong support to the people of Burma who are fighting for the restoration of democracy and for release of all political prisoners.  

7. Against this political background the meeting discussed the forthcoming Assembly of the World Peace Council to be held in Venezuela from 8th to 13th April 2008. The meeting took note of growing strength of peace movement in this region and felt that the Assembly of the WPC would further strengthen this process. 

8. The meeting has proposed to participate in the forthcoming World Peace Assembly and World Peace Conference in full strength and decided to take proper initiatives so that all countries in this region could participate with firm resolve to strengthen the process of dialogue, consultation and creating public awareness throughout Asia and beyond for finding amicable solutions to internal, national and regional problems and to build public opinion against neo-imperialist powers, and their nefarious plans. 

The meeting also agreed to affiliate new organizations from this region.
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
